Maybe it's because of all the science fiction movies we will talk about over the summer. |
was thinking in particular about Star Wars recently. In a verbal exchange between two characters in

Episode V, this dialogue takes place:

Luke Skywalker: All right, I'll give it a try.

Yoda: No. Try not. Do... or do not. There is no try.

That exchange always makes me grin. There’s a youthful novice willing to attempt something
new on one hand. On the other, a wise and experienced teacher sees the potential his young pupil
has and is chagrined by his lack of commitment.

My experience says Luke is right, there really is try. Try is what you do in order to get to do.
| could not run a full 5 kilometers without stopping when | first began jogging, but | kept trying until |
could. Like Luke, | felt | would give it a try. Eventually | could run 5k straight through.

That same experience helps me see Yoda is also right: Do is a commitment; try is not. If |
never really committed to running a full 5k, | would have given up quickly. But I committed to doing
so, and kept at it until | did. Yoda’s point makes sense because | first had to commit myself before |
was able to do it. | decided | was not going to try, to play around, to dabble and give up. | was going
to commit, to do. And so | did...and still do.

Did Yoda see Luke in a God-like way? Does God see all our potential to do things in the
name of Jesus Christ in spite of our age, our faults, our frailties, and our emotional baggage and want
us to do? To quit making excuses, to stop with the defeatist attitude, and commit to do His will?

In Matthew 7:21, Jesus tells his disciples, “Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord,” will enter the
kingdom of heaven, but only those who do the will of my Father who is in heaven.” That seems clear
enough to me. Jesus says we need to commit to doing God’s will and not just dabbling at it or talk-
ing about it. It is important to nurture our relationship with God. It is also important to act on our

beliefs. The world needs us to do now more than ever; Christ is counting on you.
Do...or do not. Which one will you commit to?
